Taglialatella Galleries is honored to announce the unveiling of Tunnel Vision by Logan 
Hicks - the largest stenciled mural in the world at 509 E 117th St in East Harlem. 
 
In the middle of 2020, during the height of the pandemic in New York City, Logan Hicks was 
commissioned to creatively re-imagine a massive breezeway at the East River Plaza in 
Harlem. Nearly a year later, Hicks completes his largest work to date - a 19,000 sq. ft 
installation entitled “Tunnel Vision”. This work consists of a continuous stenciled mural that 
wraps the inside the towering breezeway, paired with a custom designed sound 
installation. The mural is set to be certified by Guinness World Records on July 29th, 2021.
